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    In case you missed it in the mail this past month, I want to share the details of the  

    Parking Lot Repair and resurfacing project that we are undertaking this summer: 

To:  St. Athanasios Greek Orthodox Church Stewards 

RE:  Parking Lot Repair and Resurfacing Project 

As reviewed at last monthôs Parish Assembly our parking lot is in need of immediate repair and               

preventative maintenance to keep it in shape for long-term use.  With the uncertainty of future pricing     

actions within the paving industry (petroleum based products), our Building and Grounds Committee has 

brought competitive bids to the Executive Committee and our Parish Council has approved action that will 

price protect us for work to be completed later this summer (when raw materials prices are anticipated to be 

significantly higher): 

¶ Approximately 13,500 square feet of the existing parking lot will be cleaned and prepared for the       

application of 1.5ò asphalt surface.  This does not cover the entire parking lot, but will allow us to focus 

on the areas that are in need of resurfacing today.  Cost:  $16,249 

¶ Approximately 3,000 square feet of the existing parking lot will be cleaned and prepared for the         

application of 3ò asphalt surface.  This work specifically focuses on areas in need of greater repair than 

the area detailed above.  Cost:  $8,184 

¶ Removal and replacement of existing concrete curbing and a significant portion of our existing front 

sidewalk, portions of the sidewalk at the rear of the church and sidewalk entrances to the social hall and 

placement of additional curbing that will prevent further unnecessary wear on the asphalt which will 

protect our investment over the long term.  Cost:  $25,505 

¶ Expansion of the existing driveway on the east side of the building by 10ô wide x 90ô long to enable  

safer navigation around the east side of the building.  Weôve had too many ñnear missesò between cars 

in the area and need to take this action to enhance safety.  We will also have a double yellow line striped 

in this driveway area.  Cost:  $8,900 

¶ Restriping of the existing parking lot (400 lineal feet).  Cost:  $455 

¶ Total Cost:  $59,293 

Our 2011 operating budget does include funding for parking lot repair / maintenance, however not at the 

cost parameters of this project.  The Parish Council has taken this action in accordance with the by-laws     

allowing us to take this immediate action, which is driven by the pricing market and current condition of the 

lot.   

We will work to attain our balanced budget for 2011 by cutting other non-essential expenses between now 

and the end of the year, and again ask for your completion of your Stewardship commitment by the end of 

the year as well.

Remember é Stewardship is our #1 fundraiser and 100% of the funds raised goes to the church to support 

our ministries and operating expenses.  With many other church fund raisers (e.g., festivals, golf outings, 

dinners, etc.), about 50% of the funds raised goes to the church with the remaining money going to off-set 

the cost of the fund raising activity!
